Study Abroad, CEA Barcelona, Spain (1/2014-4/2014)
e Completed course work in International Business and Spanish Language/Culture
*  Gained fluency in Spanish
e Demonstrated willingness to take risks through enrollment
in Spanish-speaking curriculum

e Completed research project on cross-cultural management

If your experience included an internship, service learning, or other hands-on
experience, list it under the “Professional Experience” heading:

Sales Associate, ABC Company, Chicago, IL (Summer, 2014)
e Developed sales strategy for ABC’s new product line
e Increased sales by 29% over two months
Study Abroad, CEA San José, Costa Rica (1/2014-4/2014)
